GENERAL INFORMATION for the 6th year medical students
The University grants the medical students of the English Language Program the opportunity with only the permission of the concerned Department(s) to complete internships outside Hungary at a university clinic or teaching hospital preferably in their native countries, in order to enable them to arrange their future employment after graduation. However, students must pay the full tuition fee and all final examinations must be taken at Semmelweis University. Students who cannot pay the whole tuition fee in one sum could pay in two parts, in which case the first part will be due in July and the second by the end of December. Should any student wish to do rotations outside Hungary, they have to write a letter of request and hand it in at the Departments latest until December 15 of the final academic year, accompanied by the letter(s) of acceptance detailing rotations/weeks from the foreign place(s).  Acceptance letters are required beforehand for any/all rotations done outside Hungary to the Head(s) of the Semmelweis Department(s)!!!. This arrangement is necessary for the student’s own benefit.
   
In case the student completes the 4 weeks compulsory Neurology rotation and the 2 weeks compulsory Pediatrics rotation at Semmelweis University and completes the remaining of the rotations abroad, he/she has to pay 80% of the tuition fee valid in that academic year. Repeatedly the relevant acceptance letters should be handed in latest until December 15 of the final academic year. Otherwise the student is not entitled for the reduction.

The professor responsible for the student’s instruction during the clinical rotation outside Hungary is requested to give a detailed certificate (Student Handbook) of the student’s performance. This certificate must be signed by the professor, the Head of the Department as well as by the director of the hospital or the Dean of the University the hospital is affiliated to. Israeli students have to have the Dean’s signature on all certificates issued by hospitals affiliated to Ben-Gurion, Technion, The Hebrew and Tel-Aviv Universities. Tel Hashomer Hospital is an exception, there the Director of the Hospital has to sign instead of the Dean. However, if Tel-Aviv University insists that you register through them, you have to do it, as per the agreement between our Dean and the Israeli Deans. 

Semmelweis University reserves the right to accept a certificate or refuse it in justified cases. Students have to present these handbooks to the concerned departments. After the departments have accepted them, students have to retain the originals and hand them in at the English Secretariat (while keeping a copy). 

As for the Student Handbooks you have to hand in at the departments after completing rotations abroad, you will be able to download them from the University website under downloadable forms : http://www.semmelweis-english-program.org/ 
You can also download the diploma work evaluation sheet from here and any missing summer practice certificate forms as well. 

IMPORTANT! Between examinations, your index must be handed in at the English Secretariat. Do not keep it longer than a week! IF YOU HAVE NOT BROUGHT THE ORIGINAL SUMMER PRACTICE CERTIFICATES IN DUE TIME, PLEASE HAND THEM IN LATEST BY REGISTERING TO THE 6TH YEAR! 

Final exams are either in the last week of the rotation or during the week after. Please note that you are only entitled to pass the final exam in the last week of the rotation if you have a permission (=valid exam application NEPTUN) to do so. In this case – and only in this case – it’s enough for the hospital to certify a week less of the rotation.
